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ABSTRACT

The shipping industry has a key role in world markets as most of the international trade is
transported by sea, in particular the transport of liquid bulk cargo is considered one of the
most important cargoes in the world due to necessity to use them in modern societies.

As a springboard for the transport of liquid cargo is an integral part of global maritime
transport, the elaboration of this dissertation deals with the study of the structure and
operating conditions of the tanker ship market as well as the presentation - analysis of charter
agreements in the specific market.
